


Town of Sampson Meeting Minutes for Regular Meeting
Monday, August 12th, 2024
The Sampson Town Board met at 6:00 p.m. on Monday, July 12th, 2024, at the Sampson Town Hall located at 10770 270th Ave, New Auburn for a Town Board Meeting. Meeting notice was posted at three locations. The names of people present at the meeting are on file with the Clerk/Treasurer.

1. Chairperson Butterfield called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. 
2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Supervisors: Jack Christenson – present, Kevin Haller – present, and Chairperson Darla Butterfield – present. Also, Present – Clerk/Treasurer– Louise Cody and Patrolperson – Randy Sarauer
4. Motion by Supervisor Haller to approve the agenda. Second by Supervisor Christenson. Motion carried, 3-0.
5. Public comment: Bill Perry asked if the Board made a proposal at the New Auburn Fire Board meeting?
6. Motion by Supervisor Christenson to approve the minutes of the July 8th regular meeting. Second by Supervisor Haller. Motion carried, 3-0.
7. Motion by Supervisor Christenson to accept the financial report as presented. Second by Supervisor Haller. Motion carried, 3-0.
8. Motion by Supervisor Christenson to accept the treasurer’s report as presented. Second by Supervisor Haller. Motion carried, 3-0.
9. Next meeting is September 9th, 2024, at 6:00 pm
10. Reports
a. Clerk/Treasurer report – Clerk/Treasurer Cody has been working on the election. 
b. Patrolman report – Patrolperson Sarauer stated fire numbers are mostly complete. The spray patch for Round Lake Road is completed and the chip sealing will be completed soon. He cut down a tree and moved a sign for a dry hydrant. He had the front end of the plow truck repaired and put up 25 mph signs on Basswood Road and on East and West Axehandle Road. Chippewa County will be crushing gravel and wanted to know if Sampson wanted to buy any to have a pile at the pit. Patrolperson Sarauer would like 4,000 ton of the ¾” at $6.50 per ton. The board would like it on next month’s agenda. Patrolman Sarauer also stated that he needs a culver for Ferndale Road and it is approximately $500.
c. Fire Report: New Auburn Fire Dept has a checking balance of $49,287 and money market balance of $342,304. The brush truck was delivered but has holes that need to be repaired so it was sent back. The fire department is looking at possibly borrowing money if they can get a good rate. As of July 18th, there have been 125 fire calls. The fire department wants to replace its scuba gear which would cost approximately $109,000 and plan on using their volunteer fund to SCBA for the replacement. 
11. Old Business
a. The levy limit is tabled until the Board decides on the 2025 expenses. 
b. Entrance signs through Blue Ribbon would be approximately $190 per sign. Chairperson Butterfield will send additional mockups for the board to look through. 
c. Discussion and possible action on repairing hydrants: Patrolperson Sarauer will investigate getting discounted hydrants from A1.  
12. New Business
a. There were no new operator’s licenses to act on. 
b. A special meeting was set for August 21st at 9:00 am to discuss 2025 road work projects. 
c. The board discussed putting up four additional 25-mph advisory signs on Round Lake Road and a 25-mph advisory sign on Ferndale Road and a 35-mph advisory sign at Round Lake Park and a 25-mph advisory sign at Arrowhead Bible Camp. The board also discussed 35 mph signs for gravel roads. The speed limit signs were tabled and no action was taken. The board would like Clerk/Treasurer Cody to send Bremel’s a letter for their right of way infringement due to their brush pile.  
d. Supervisor Haller will talk to the other town boards in the New Auburn Fire Department coop about adjusting the mill rate to cover the budgeted operating costs of the fire department. 
e. The board would like the Chippewa County Emergency Operation plan discussed at a special meeting. 
13. Other Administrative Matters
a. Next agenda items: Motion by Chairperson Butterfield to set next meeting agenda items – Sampson entrance signs, levy limit discussion, 2025 road work, operator license, purchasing gravel. Second by Supervisor Christenson. Motion carried, 3-0.
b. Motion by Supervisor Haller to authorize the payment of bills. Second by Supervisor Christenson. Motion carried, 3-0.
