


Town of Sampson Meeting Minutes for Regular Meeting
Wednesday, September 10th, 2025

The Sampson Town Board met on Wednesday, September 10th, 2025, at 6:00 pm at the Sampson Town Hall located at 10770 270th Ave, New Auburn for a Town Board Meeting. Meeting notice was posted at three locations. The names of people present at the meeting are on file with the Clerk/Treasurer.

1. Chairperson Haller called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. 
2. Pledge of Allegiance
3. Supervisors: Jack Christenson – present via phone, Kevin Haller – present, and Michael Morgan – present. Also, Present – Clerk/Treasurer– Louise Cody and Patrolperson – Randy Sarauer
4. Motion by Chairperson Haller to approve the agenda. Second by Supervisor Morgan. Motion carried, 3-0.
5. Public comment: none 
6. Motion by Supervisor Christenson to approve the minutes of August 13th Regular Meeting. Second by Supervisor Morgan. Motion carried, 3-0. 
7. Motion by Supervisor Morgan to accept the financial report as presented. Second by Supervisor Christenson. Motion carried, 3-0.
8. Motion by Chairperson Haller to accept the treasurer’s report as presented. Second by Supervisor Morgan. Motion carried, 3-0.
9. Next meeting is Wednesday, October 22nd, 6:00 pm Budget Meeting with Regular Meeting to follow
10. Reports
a. Clerk/Treasurer report –nothing to report 
b. Patrolperson Sarauer stated that chip sealing is complete. He has mowed two passes. He moved signs so they are visible. He took in a couple loads of scrap. The board will have Blackstone blacktop to patch over the culverts. The fuel tank is $6650 through Synergy and $5150 through River Country. 
12 a. Motion by Supervisor Morgan to purchase the fuel tank from River Country and set up a 5-year payment plan. Second by Supervisor Christenson. Motion carried, 3-0. Patrolman Sarauer will contact to River Country to purchase a fuel tank and set up a payment plan. 
10 c. The New Auburn Fire Dept has nothing to report. 
11. Old Business
a. No new operator’s permits 
b. 2026 road work is tabled until the budget meeting. 
c. Chairperson Haller talked to the Town of Rusk and they would like Sampson to determine a flat rate for plowing. Motion by Supervisor Christenson to plow the sections of the Town of Rusk roads that are within Sampson based on our current rate of $160 and hours per occurrence.  Second by Chairperson Haller. Motion carried, 3-0.
d. Clerk/Treasurer Cody will reach out to Chippewa County to see if they have any regulations in place regarding solar fields. She will also get Barron County’s ordinance. 
e. Chairperson Haller will contact Delmore about our road ordinance and see if any updates to the ordinance are needed. 
f. Discussion and possible action on public nuisance ordinance is tabled.

a. The purchase of the fuel tank was decided after the patrolman report.

a. Next agenda items: 2026 road work, public nuisance ordinance, solar field ordinance
b. Motion by Supervisor Morgan to authorize the payment of bills. Second by Supervisor Christenson. Motion carried, 3-0.
